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Kathryn Copsey, the founder of the CURBS Project 
has been off work since October 2010 having 
treatment for a cancerous brain tumour. 
 
She has now completed a course of chemotherapy 
and radiotherapy. It has not been an easy few 
months and Kathryn has suffered from side effects 
such as eye infections, poor sight, back pain and 
issues with the nerves in her legs/feet. Despite all 
this she remains positive and is finding God is  
giving her the strength she needs! 
 
A recent message from her and her husband Nigel 
said: “We realised that our lives have been lived in 
a pattern of business and that this has needed to 
change. We have regular moments of shared 
thankfulness for the ordinary miracles of life and 
time given to the sharing of innermost thoughts 
and feelings”. 

We  have just heard (on June 13th) that Kathryn 
has been back in hospital because a recent scan 
showed that a cancerous cell had found its way to 
the bottom of her spine and has been painfully 
pressing on the nerve. She is now having this cell 
targeted with radiotherapy. Following this she will 
soon see her consultant who will do a scan on her
